2. Choice of Area: Either Fort Bragg or v' Signed Fundraising Form
Mendo, determining practice site. Keep in v' Check or Money Order
mind that all games are played in Fort Bragg. : v Copy of Birth Certificate for new players only.

3. UNIFORMS (NEW THIS YEAR): v" Designate Mendocino or Ft. Bragg team.
Please use your uniform from last year!

Uniforms are available for purchase if you are new to the league and do not have a uniform for $15
